Aims and Objectives of a School Sex and Relationships Education Policy

The aims of the Sex and Relationships Policy is to determine the content and manner in which the sex and relationship programme is taught in Hatton Hill School.
Sex and Relationship Education contributes to the requirement of the 1988 Education Act that states that the school curriculum should

’promote the spiritual, moral and cultural, mental and physical developments of pupils at school and of society and prepares such pupils for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of adult life.
National Curriculum 2000 expects the curriculum to:

..enable pupils to respond positively to opportunities, challenges and responsibilities, to manage risk and to cope with change and adversity.  It should prepare pupils for the next steps in their education and equip them to make informed choices at school and throughout their lives…
This policy provides a framework for teachers to teach a programme of sex and relationships education and to enable them to support the pastoral and welfare needs of all pupils.

This policy will ensure that each child receives accurate, non-biased information that will enable them to make decisions about their own sexual health and to be sensitive and tolerant to the decisions and  choices that people make.

Parents play an important role in the sex and relationship education of their children and the school is committed to working in partnership with them. 

The programme is developmental according to the age, ability and maturity of the pupils and will provide a foundation for their future learning.

Morals and Values Framework                                                               

The teaching of sex and relationship recognises that there are a range of values and morals held within the school community. The aim of sex and relationship education in this school is to promote the ability of pupils to make informed decisions and to enable them to determine their own values within a moral framework.
Therefore the programme will reflect the school ethos and demonstrate and encourage the following values:

· Respect for self and others

· Right to accurate information and access to confidential services

· The right to hold own views

· Acceptance of responsibility for own behaviour

· Difference and diversity

· Understanding and care for others

The Sex and Relationships programme will:

· Provide information that is relevant and appropriate to the age, maturity, and ability of the pupil.

· Include the development of social skills

· Encourage pupils to explore different values and attitudes

The curriculum is developmental and is mostly taught as part of the PSHE programme. Some elements may be included in other subjects, for example, some of the sex and relationship programme form part of the National Curriculum for Science.

Equal Opportunities

(see Equal Opportunities Policy)

The Sex and Relationship programme is an entitlement of all pupils.  Nobody will be excluded by the school because of race, religion or gender.  The programme will reflect and include values held by the variety of religious and racial communities with an emphasis on those held within the school.

Organisation of the Sex and Relationships Programme

Most of the classes will be held in mixed groups although there will be opportunities for single gender work.

The class teacher, who will be responsible for the content and methodology of the lesson, will teach Sex and Relationship Education.

Sex and Relationship Education will be taught as part of the PSHE, circle time programme, RE and Science.  Some parts may be taught as part of a relationships programme by trained professionals e.g. school nurse if requested by the teachers and thought appropriate, however it is generally felt it is better delivered by the class teacher who knows the pupils well and can ensure a safe, secure, supportive, sensitive, relaxed and non judgemental atmosphere.
Methodology and Approach 
Sex and Relationships Education will be taught 

· As topics as part of the PSHE programme

· Through Science (as part of the National Curriculum)

· Through the pastoral system

· Through story time/ role play areas
· Through planned visits by the school nurse, parents, babies etc

Teaching methods will ensure sensitive participation which will support the self-esteem of pupils.

The work will start with the pupil’s understanding

Single gender groups may be used if appropriate      

Teachers may request training as part of their Professional Development and will be directed towards any training on offer by the authority.

Resources

The range of books and videos will be available to view by request to     the PSHE co-ordinator. 
Resources will be checked by teachers before use so that they feel comfortable and confident in using them. They ensure that they match the level of concept and language with the age and ability of the pupils and that information is accurate and up to date. Resources should encourage debate rather than close down communication engaging pupils in a non judgmental approach. They should not contain subtle messages that reinforce dogmatic viewpoints .There should be positive messages and images regarding racial and other minority groups and they should avoid and/or challenge stereotypes.
Quality resources will allow pupils opportunities to reflect. They will offer a balanced approach that recognises the range of sexualities as different rather than normal and not normal.

(NB Our PSHE Governor reviewed the video used by YR6, she herself had a Daughter in Yr 6 and a son in Yr 4. She was happy that they were appropriate and age related)

Cross Phase Links

As with other parts of the curriculum, there are procedures in place for the secondary school and the primary feeders to meet and continue the developmental process of Sex and Relationships Education across Key-stages 2 and 3. Secondary school liaison with primary schools feeders can facilitate an effective spiral and developmental curriculum.
Assessment
Sex and Relationships Education is assessed formally when it is part of the National Curriculum in Science.

Teachers are required to keep evaluations of each lesson.

On Occasion the YR 6 pupils will complete a self Assessment sheet to reflect and evaluate on their learning. This may provide an insight for teachers into the success of the delivery/ resources etc
Child Protection

The school has a child protection policy which is available on request and is updated regularly. All Staff receive regular training.
Confidentiality

The School has a confidentiality policy. Although parents and children are encouraged to talk to each other, a teacher may keep information and discussions confidential if requested to do so by the pupil.  They may seek guidance from designated teachers without breaking confidence.  Teachers must break confidence if it is an issue of child protection or if they think it is in the child’s best interest to do so.

In seeking to support the welfare of pupils the school will usually inform 

Parents. Occasionally this may be against the wishes of the child and /or may place the child at risk.  On these rare occasions the school may act, in the best interests of the child without informing parents. 

HIV/AIDS

HIV/AIDS will be addressed but adapted as appropriate as part of the Sex and Relationships programme.  The school is aware that it does not need to be informed if any member of the school community is infected or affected by the HIV virus.  If they are made aware, this information will be kept strictly confidential.  The school already operates health and safety procedures to reduce the risk of transmission of HIV and other diseases.  Pupils will learn these as part of the day to day running of the school.

Answering children’s questions

Children’s questions will be answered as in every other lesson, in an honest and sensitive manner appropriate to the age and maturity of the child and in keeping with their religious and cultural background.  Question boxes may be used in lessons to enable teachers to answer children’s questions appropriately. 

Using visitors

In accordance with school policy visitors will be invited into school in order to supplement or complement the programme.  For example a mother who is pregnant or has a baby may be invited in.

Outside agencies may be used to complement the curriculum. They must have a CRB. All materials used will be viewed prior to the visit and a member of staff will remain in the class with the speaker.  All outside agencies will be made aware of the school’s SRE policy.  

Concerns

Any complaints should be taken to the class teacher, if the teacher cannot resolve the situation then the headteacher should be informed.

There is a complaints procedure available

Withdrawing pupils

Under the Education Act 1993 parents can withdraw their child from any part of the Sex and Relationships Programme which is not part of the National Curriculum.  Parents wishing to exercise this right are invited to discuss their concerns and arrangements for their child with the class or head teacher.

Working with Parents

The school is committed to working with parents and recognise that they are key in teaching their children about sex and relationships and also

in establishing their own family culture and values.  The school will endeavour to consult with parents on the development and review of the Sex and Relationships policy and practice.

Dissemination of Policy
Staff members and governors will receive a copy of the policy.  Several copies are available from the secretary on request and it can be viewed on the Hatton Hill web site.

The governors have passed this policy

Procedures for Monitoring and Evaluation

The policy will be reviewed every two years by the PSHE co-ordinator and a governor.  A report with any recommendations will be given to the governors.

Parents, teachers and pupils will be involved in the evaluation and review process.

Teachers will review the policy in terms of teaching Sex and Relationships Education and being able to respond effectively to any pastoral or welfare issues that have arisen.
